Body Parts (original one act play with music)


Body Parts is a musical that concerns the way in which judge each other and define ourselves based on our exterior appearance.  Ethnicity, sexual orientation/identity, body adornment/art, body size and shape are all addressed as being both “identifiers” and modes of “self identity” in today’s world.

Journey to Mtaala (original one act play with music)


This play, created in Kigo, Uganda, is derived of the real-life stories of teenage Uganda orphans who lost their parents through civil war, the AIDS epidemic, or severe poverty.  Comprised of scenes, monologues, movement pieces and original music (written by the students who made up the original cast), Journey to Mtaala charts a journey from great suffering to great hope for the future.

This play, with original music, examines what it means to be “patriotic.”  Various scenes, monologues, movement pieces, songs, and commercial “interruptions” address the growing pains of United States citizens as the makeup of our country continually changes. This musical explores the myriad of factors that have contributed to the tragic outcome of the opioid epidemic in the U.S.

Bates Motel (twenty minute drama)


A daughter returns home to help her mother save the family business, but a stranger arrives and soon the two find they must work together to save much more.
